Recycle cardboard, magazines, 

newspapers, plastic, tin, aluminum, 

office paper  

Set thermostats at 68° or lower 

during heating months  

Set thermostats at 75° or higher 

during cooling months  

Install storm windows  

Install window shades  

Turn off computer equipment over-

night  

Use programmable thermostats  

Have bicycle racks to encourage 

biking rather than driving  

Replace old light bulbs with compact 

fluorescent lighting  

Re-use printer paper  

Re-use padded envelopes 

In addition to these great ideas, some 

real life examples of West Branch Li-

braries going green include the Snyder 

County Library System, the James V. 

Brown Library, and the Ross Library. 

Snyder County Library System grew 

tomato seedlings and gave them away. 

People loved watching them grow and it 

promoted their gardening programs and 

books. The James V. Brown Library, Wil-

liamsport, recycled more than half a ton 

of office paper in 2009. When the price 

of steel was at its highest, volunteers 

recycled old light fixtures, bent book-

ends and shelves, rusty file cabinets, 

etc., and donated the cash to the li-

brary. The Ross Library, Lock Haven, 

had an energy audit, replaced a 30 -year -

old boiler with energy efficient units, 

insulated, and replaced windows.
